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Warfare Casualties1:
Casualties are the brutal reality of warfare. The number of deaths resulting from the Second World War remains uncertain, but were around 70 million persons. Of these, around 22 million were military deaths while the remainder were civilians killed during military operations, through famine, or in crimes against humanity. This represents about 3% of the total world population at the time. Casualties in the Pacific War numbered around 36 million or 50% of the total casualties of the Second World War.
